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e-Learning Small Grants Scheme 2009-11

These small grants are for museums to enable the development of e-learning resources for schools, colleges or other learning organisations. 

This can be in the form of online learning resources for www.learnwithmuseums.org.uk, or for projects that use digital equipment as part of the learning experience; for example a film making project with young people. 

Teachers and/or pupils must be involved in the development of your project and results shared on the Learn with Museums website within a case study report or a learning package. We will provide support in developing online resources and case studies. Preference will be given to projects that involve pupils or students visiting the museum site and projects involving outreach activities. 

There is a total of £30,000 for the region, maximum grants will be for £3,000 per museum, and all museums in the region are invited to apply. A maximum of one grant will be made per successful museum site. 

Your grant could be used in combination with other grant funding (such as Renaissance East Midlands Treasures or regional development funding) subject to approval. 

e-Learning grant money must be spent and a final report completed for 1 February 2011, earlier dates would be welcome. The award will be paid in two parts: 50% on return of the acceptance form, with the remaining 50% paid on receipt of a satisfactory end of project report. Once an award has been granted we will work with you to draw up a project report plan.
Applications must be made using the following form, and will be assessed by a small team consisting of independent assessors not associated with museums taking part in the scheme.
