Amendments to Annexe A: Licence Agreement

The following amendments apply:
1.Definitions
1.1. Authorised Users is deleted and substituted as follows:



means individuals holding a valid Stories from the Web username and password provided by Stories from the Web for cascading across the Licensee authority to site users. This allows access to the Licensee’s services wherever they access the Internet  Persons who do not hold a current Library Membership Card issued by the Licensee or are an employee of the Licensee, shall be permitted to access the Stories from the Web website in library premises or from anywhere they access the Internet. and shall be deemed to be Authorised Users by logging in using the unique username and password given to them by library staff in each member authority.. Staff training will include clarification of username and password use for site users and staff.
6.1.10 is deleted and substituted as follows:
where and as required by the Licensee, make available or otherwise provide access to usage data which shall be compiled by the Licensor during the term of this Agreement including the provision of use statistics to be compiled on a per Licensee basis (provided always that Licensees may require such data on a monthly basis and that any collection of such data shall not conflict with any privacy and data protection laws that may from time to time apply to the parties) and deliver such data to Licensees; OR provide the means to allow the Licensee to collect such data. 

Use of the Stories from the Web website is not restricted to use in Library or authority buildings.  Statistics provided will take on two forms as outlined below.

COUNTER style statistics showing general use of Stories from the Web will be shared with all partners on a whole use basis.

· Statistical information will be supplied for each member authority detailing;

· How many children and young people login to the site (dependant on them logging in with the username and password provided)

· How many staff login to the Staff Support materials

· How many children submit creative work to the site for display in the member ‘Gallery’ 


In all cases, such data will follow the most recent releases of the COUNTER codes of practice at http://www.projectcounter.org/index.html and/or the International Coalition of Library Consortia (ICOLC) Guidelines for Statistical Measures of usage of Web-based Information Resources set out at http://www.library.yale.edu/consortia/webstats06.htm. As a minimum, usage data will include, number of sessions, number of queries, number of menu selections and number of full content units examined for both onsite and remote access as applicable;
